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PURPOSE OF THE COURSE

This is the final course in the research series for the Education Specialist degree (Shared AUM/ASU program).  The student will conduct an original research study and prepare a written report in APA publication style. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES

1. Develop a topic and title for paper.

2. Conduct a literature review and prepare a bibliography of source materials.

3. Develop and conduct an original research study.

4. Write a paper based on the study. This paper in its final form should be about 15-20 pages in length and should meet all requirements for publication as described in the American Psychological Association Publication Manual, 5th edition.

5. Make a class presentation of your findings that would be suitable for a presentation at a professional organization meeting.

RUBRICS FOR EVALUATION

1.  Objectives 1-4 will be evaluated on the final written paper


content- (hypothesis, methodology, data analysis, results, conclusions etc.) 50%


compostion- (grammar, punctuation, spelling & organization)- 15 %


bibliography- (correct APA style, appropriate references) 15 %


text- (correct APA style, including headings, tables, reference citation etc.) - 20%

2. Objective 5 will be measured by the oral presentation, and will constitute 10% of the course

 grade. The presentation will be graded on organization (5%) and content (5%).
