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PURPOSE OF THE COURSE

The purpose of the professional internship is to provide the prospective teacher a period of internship under the supervision of a cooperating teacher and a university supervisor.  Internship gives the prospective teacher an opportunity to put theory into practice and to appraise his or her potential as a teacher.

Experiences of the intern will progress to the full responsibilities of the teacher for at least 20 days.  At least 10 days of this full range of responsibilities will be consecutive.

COURSE OUTCOMES AND ASSESSMENT RUBRICS:

Standards will be measured and evaluated by using the Alabama Quality Teaching Standards (AQTS) Assessment Instrument and the State Department of Education Content Standards (SDECS) Assessment Instrument.  The rating for each of the indices on the AQTS Assessment Instrument and the SDECS Assessment Instrument will be tabulated for each of the standards by using a variety of sources.  The Professional Internship Evaluation (PEPE) Instrument, Professional Portfolio Rubric, Daily Reflection Journal Rubric, School/Seminar Attendance and Membership in a Professional Organization Tool will all be used to assess whether or not the teacher candidate has demonstrated competence for each of the indices.  The teacher candidate will be evaluated by the cooperating teacher and the university supervisor.

EVALUATION AND MINIMUM STANDARDS
The outcomes for this course will be evaluated on the basis of ratings by the university supervisor according to the AQTS Assessment Inventory and the SDECS Assessment Inventory provided in this syllabus.  

The intern will be evaluated over a period of four visits by the university supervisor.  The final grade will be based upon the compilation of the ratings done by the university supervisor.  The cooperating teacher will complete the instruments during the 16 week internship.

Input from the cooperating teacher for the final grade is sought and respected.  The final grade is decided in a conference between the university supervisor and the cooperating teacher.  The university supervisor will determine the final grade earned in the internship.

Interns will be informed in writing of all evaluations performed by the cooperating teacher and the university supervisor.

The AQTS Assessment Inventory and the SDECS Assessment Inventory will be used over the course of four visits by the university supervisor.  The final grade will be based upon the compilation of the ratings done by the university supervisor.  The cooperating teacher will complete the assessment instruments a minimum of four times.  

In order to pass the objectives for the course, an intern must earn a “basic” rating on all competencies listed on the instruments.  Passing criteria are the achievement of at least a “2” rating out of the possible 4 ratings for each competency statement on both the AQTS Assessment Inventory and the SDECS Assessment Inventory. A reflection journal is a …


method of dealing with the meaning and significance of daily events;

method for “holding ideas still” so that they can be reread, examined, explored, analyzed and developed overtime;

device for focusing and assisting the process of professional growth and inquiry;

framework for critically thinking about thoughts, feelings and actions.

Keeping a journal helps the writer…


grow professionally through self-assessment and reflection;


gather ideas which may be used to stimulate professional dialogue;


generate, develop and explore ideas for planning future action.
